The Arizona Healthcare Cost Containment System (AHCCCS) is Arizona’s Medicaid program. 
Medicaid is a federally-funded program administered by each individual state. The Centers for Medicare 
and Medicaid Services (CMS), a division of the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS), allocates 
most of the federal dollars, with additional grant funding awarded by the Substance Abuse and Mental Health 
Services Administration (SAMHSA).
In addition to federal funding, AHCCCS receives funds from the State of Arizona, allocated through the Arizo-
na Joint Legislative Budget Committee (JLBC). For example, Arizona funds behavioral health services for its 
citizens who have a Serious Mental Illness (SMI) designation, regardless of their Medicaid eligibility. 
Most AHCCCS members are enrolled in managed care. AHCCCS contracts with managed care organizations 
(known as “health plans”) who manage their own provider networks. AHCCCS members who are American 
Indian/Alaska Native (AI/AN) have the choice to enroll with the AHCCCS American Indian Health Program 
(AIHP) or with a managed care health plan. Regardless of which health plan an AI/AN member chooses, they 
may receive services from an Indian Health Service or tribally-owned or tribally-operated facility at any time.
